CAnd the LDRD God faid, Pt is not good that the man Mhould be alone: F Wwill make him an helpe meet fo; him.
2And out of p ground the LDBRD God formed cuccy bealt of the ficld, and euccy foule of the aive, and brought them
bauto Adam, to {ee bat he Wwould call them: and Whatfocuer Adam called cuery liting creature, that was the name
theveof, And Adam gaune names to a1l cattell, and to the foule of the aive, and to eucey bealt of the felve: but for
Avam theee Was not found an helpe meete fo2 him. And the LDRD God cauled a deepe fleepe to fall bpon Adam,
and hee fiept; and he tooke one of Hig vibs, and clofed bp the fleth in fead theveof, And the cib Which the LDRD
God had taken from man, made hee & Woman, & brought hee vuto the man, And Adam {aid, THiS i3 noty bone of
my bones, and fleth of my flefhy: (e MHatbe called Wwoman, becaule Mhee Wwas taken out of man.

buto the oman, Bea, hath God Taid, Pe Hall not eat of cuccy tree of the gardens And the Wwoman {aid buto the
fevpent, mee may cate of the fenite of the teees of the garden: 2WBut of the feuit of the teee, Wwhich is in the midkt of the
gacden, God bath Taid, Pe hal not cate of it, neither Mall ye touch it, 1elt pe die. And the Serpent faid danto the
Wwoman, Pe Hall not Tucely die. Fo2 God docth Knoty, that in the day pe eate theveof, then your eyes Malbee opened:
and yee thall bee as Gods, knothing good and cwill. And hen the oman Tay, that the teee was good fo2 food, and
that it was plealant to the epes, and & tree to be defived to make one Wile, the tooke of the feuit thereof, and Did eate,
and gaue alfo dbnto her hulband With ber, and hee did cate. And the eyes of them both ere opened, & they knedd
that they were naked, and they fetbed figge lcaues together, and made themlelues apons. And they heard the voyce
of the L DR D Gob, watking in the garden in the coole of the day: and Adam and his Wife hid themlelues from the
prefence of the LDRD Gov, amongft the teees of the garden, And the LDOBRD God called bnto Adam, and {aid
buto him, mhece are thouz And he faid, F heard thy boice in the garden: and F Was afcaid, becaule F was naked, and
9 biv my feife.

WBut bnto Cain, and to his off ving he had not velpect: and Cain Was bery
Wwaoth, and bis countenance fell, And the LDOBRD faid dnto Cain, WhHy ace thou Wwoth: And Wwhy i thy
countenance fallen: P thou doe Well, (halt thou not be accepteds and if thow doet not Well, finne licth at the dooze:
And vuto thee thall be his defive, and thou Malt vule ouct Him. And Cain talked With Abel his bother: and it came
to pafle Yoben they ere in the feld, that Cain vole by againtt Abel hisg brother, and ey him.

CAnd the LZDRD aid dbuto Cain, Where is Abel thy baother: And hee faid, F knotd not: Am F my brothers



keeper2 And he {aid, what balt thou dones the voyee of thy brothers blood ceyeth duto me, from the ground. And
noYy are thou curled from the eavth, Wwhich hath opened her mouth to veceine thy brothers blood from thy band, when
thou tillelt the ground, it hall not henceforth peeld vuto thee her Frength: A fugitine and & bagabond halt thou be
in the eacth, And Cain {aid vato the LORD, Py punifhment is geeater, then F can beace, Webhold, thou halt
drinen me out this day from the face of the cacth, and from thy face hall F be hid, and F MHall be a fugitine, and &
bagabond in the eavth: and it Hhall come to pafle, chae cuety one that findeth me, MHall flay me, And the LORBRD (aid
bato bim, Lhevefore Wwholoeuer flayeth Cain, bengeance (halbe taken on him fenen fold.

Ff Cain Hhall bee auenged feuen fold, teuely Lamerh feuenty
and fenen folde,

CAnd Avam knewy his Wwife againe, and e bace & fonne, & called His name Seth: For God, (2id the, hath appointed
mee another Teed in Gead of Abel, whom Cain fiety, And to Seth, to him alfo there as borne & fonne, and he called
bis name €nos: then began men to call bpon the Mame of the LDORD.

His is the booke of the genevations of Adam: Pu the day that God created man, in the Likenes of God mave he

bim. dale and female ceeated hee them, and bleTed them, and called their name Adam, in the day Wwhen they eve
ceeaten,

CAnd Pabalaleel liued Tirtic and fue yeeres, and begat Faced. And Pabalaleel liued after he begate Favew, eight
bundied and thivtic yeeres, and begate fonnes & danghters, And all the dayes of Pabalaieel, Wwere eight Hundzed
ninetie and fiue yeeres, and he died.

And the ZDORD Taid, Py Spivit hall not altbayes friue With man; for that hee allo is flety: pet
bis daypes halbe an hunded and t¥venty yeeres, Lheve Wweve Giants in the eacth in thole daics: and alfo after that,
hen the Tonnes of God came in dbuto the daughters of men, & they bace children to them; the Tame becme mightic
men, Which were of 010, men of tenotbme.

CAnd God {aw, that the Wickednes of man Wag geeat in the eavth, and har euety imagination of the thoughts of
bis beart Wwas onely ewill continually. And it vepented the LOBRD that he hbad made man on the eacth, and it
gricued him at hig heact, And the LORBRD {aid, F Will deltroy man, Wwhom F haue ceeated, from the face of the
carth: both man and beaft, and the ceeeping thing, and the foules of the aive: for it vepenteth me that F baue mave
them., 28ut Moab found grace in the eyes of the LDRD.

CLhele are the gencrations of Noab: Moab Was  inft man, and perfect in Hig generations, and Moah Walked With
Gob. And Moab begate thaee Tonnes: Sem, Ham, and Fapheth, The cacth alfo Was corvupt before God; and the
cacth as flled With biolence, And God looked bpon the cacth, and behold, it Wwas corcupt: for all fle had
copeupted His ay dpon the earth. And God Taid vuto Noab, The cnd of all fleth is come before mee; o2 the eavth i
filled With violence though them; and behold, F Will deftroy them With the eacth.

CDate thee an Avrke of Gopher-ood: coomes halt thou make in the avke, and MHalt pitch it Within and Without
With pitch. And thig i8 the fathion, Which thou Halt make it of: the length of the avke thalbe three Hundzed cubits, the
beanth of it Gfty cubits, and the height of it thictic cubits. A Windotd Mhalt thou make to the avke, and in & cubite
thalt thou fnith it aboue; and the dooze of the acke halt thou fet in the fide theveof: MWith 1ovver, fecond, and thicd
ftozics thalt thou make it. And behold, F, enen F doe bring & flood of Waters vpon the cacth, to defteoy all flety,
Whevein i8 the breath of life from bnder heauen, and cuery thing that i8 in the eacth MHatl vie. 2Wut With thee Wil F
eftablith my Couenant: and thou thalt come into the Acke, thou, and thy fonnes, and thy Wwife, and thy fonnes
Wiues With thee. And of cucey lining thing of all fleth, Yo of cuery (ore halt thou bring into the Avke, to Keepe them
aline YWith thee: they hall be male and femate. Of forbies after theic Kinde, and of cattel after theiv Kinde: of cucey
ceeeping thing of the eavth after his Kinde, to of cucty (ore hall come duto thee, to Keepe them aliue, And take thou
bato thee of all food that i8 eaten, and thon Hhalt gather ir to thee; and it Mhall be for food, fop thee, and for them.

bealt after bis Kinde, & all the cattell after theiv Kinde: and ewery cveeping thing that ceeepeth vpon the eavth after
bis kinde, and cucey foule after hig Kinde, and cuery foule after Hig Kinde, eucey bicde of euccy fovt. And they Went
in vato Noab into the Avke, tTho and t1vo of all flelh, Wherein 8 the breath of life. And they that Went in, ent |
male and female of all flefh, a8 God Had commaunded him: and the LORD Hut him in. And the F1ood Wwas fortie
dayes bpon the cacth, and the waters inceealed, and bave bp the Avke, and it Was 1ift up aboue the cavth. And the
Waters preudiled, and Were enceealed greatly bpon the eavth: and the Avke Wwent bpon the face of the Waters. And
the aters preudiled erceedingly bpon the eavth, and all the bigh bils, that were buder the Wwhole heauen, Weve
coucced, Fifteene cubits bpward, did the Wwaters preuaile; and the mountyines weee couered. And all flef died, that
mooued bpon the cacth, both of forble, & of cattell, and of bealt, and of enery ceeeping thing that cveepeth bpon the
earth, and cuccy man, AN in Wwhole nolethrils was the breath of 1ife, of all that Was in the vy land, died, And cucty
lining fubftance ag deltvoyed, Which as bpon the face of the ground, both man and cattell, and the ceeeping
things, and the foule of the hHeauen; and they that were With him in the Avke. And the Waters preudiled dbpon the
cacth, an bundzed and (fty dayes.,

N0 God remembzed Roab, and euery Lining thing, and all the cattell that was With him in the Avke: and God
made § Yinde to paffe ouet the eavth, and the Watees affaged. Lhe fountaines alfo of the deepe, and the



Windotbes of heanen Yoere Ropped, and the taine from heauen was veltvained. And the Watees vetucned from off the
cacth, continually: and aftee the end of the hunded and fiftic dayes, the Waters Were abated, And the Avke cefted in
the Teuenth moneth, on the Teuenteenth day of the moneth, vpon the mountaines of Avavat, And the Wwaters
peceealed continually untill the tenth moneth: in the tenth moneth, on the fivht day of the moneth, Weve the tops of
the mountaines feene,

QC€And it came to pafle at the cnd of forty dayes, that Noab opened the Wwindow of the Acke Wwhich He had mave.
2And be fent forth & Wauen, Wwhich ent foorth to and fro, vatill the Waters Were d2ied bp from off the cacth. Aifo
bee fent foorth a doue from bim, to fee if the Waters Wwere abated from off the face of the ground, 2But the doue
found no velt fo2 the Tole of hee foote, and e ceturned vuto him into the Acke: for the aters were on the face of the
hole eacth, Then be put foorth his band, and tooke her, and pulled hee in buto him, into the Avke. And hee Rayed
yet other fenen dayes; and againe hee Tent foorth the doue out of the Acvke. And the doue came in to him in the
euening, and 1o, in her mouth was an Dliue leafe plucke off: So MNoabh knetd that the Waters Wwere abated from off
the cacth, And hee Raped yet other Teuen dayes, and fent forth the doue, Wwhich veturned not againe vnto him any
moze.

QC2And it came to pafle in the fire hundedth and one peeve, in the felt day of the moneth, the Waters ere dyed vy
from off the earth: and Roab remooued the coucting of the Acke, and 1ooked, and behold, the face of the ground Wwas
dgie. And in the fecond moneth, on the fenen and tventicth day of the moneth, was the cacth v2ied.

And Noab Wwent foorth, and his fonnes, and his Wife, and hig fonnes Wiues
With him: €ueey bealt, cuery ceeeping thing, and cuery foibie, and Wwhatloeucr ceeepeth bpon the eavth, aftee theiv
kinds, Went foorth out of the Acke,

QCAnd the LDRD (melled a Mheete Tanour, and the DR D (aid in His heavt, F Will not againe cucle the ground
any moye for mansg {ake; o2 the imagination of mans beavt is ewil from his youth: neither Wwill F againe fmite any
moze eucty thing lining, a8 F baue done. While the carth vemaineth, {eed-time and bacvuelt, and cold, and heat, and
Summet, and Wintet, and day and night, hall not ceale,
